7. Describe a situation in which you were a leader and how you handled the situation.

8. Describe the rigor of the courses that you took in high school.

9. Tell me about yourself outside of the school setting.

10. Describe the educational environment in which you excel.  

11. Recount an incident or time when you experienced failure. How did it affect you? What lessons did you learn?
12. Reflect on a time when you challenged a belief or idea. What prompted you to act? Would you make the same decision again?
13. Describe a place or environment where you are perfectly content. What do you do or experience there? Why is it meaningful to you?
14. Discuss an accomplishment or event, formal or informal, that marked your transition from childhood to adulthood within your culture, community, or family.
